Surrey County Golf run many competitions through the year from the County Championships for various age groups from Senior to 

U12’s and the renowned Rookie Tour. These events cannot take place without the vital help of Volunteers. 

Volunteer duties range from starters, registration of players, checking and entering scorecards, ball spotting and generally helping 

to ensure the smooth running of the day. Food & refreshments are provided on the day, and a mileage allowance is given. A Christmas 

lunch rounds off the year. There is no minimum requirement in terms of attendance, you can do as little or as much as you want. 

A Volunteer Committee is responsible for ensuring that all our competitions have the appropriate level of support and to identify any 

training requirements. At the start of each season the volunteers are asked for their availability. Where possible we try and ensure 

that travel time is kept to a minimum. 

COURSE RATERS 

We would also like to hear from anyone who would be interested in joining the course rating team. The course rating process 

determines the playing difficulty of a golf course for a scratch golfer (handicap index of 0.0) under normal playing conditions and 

weather. Course rating is a cornerstone of the World Handicap System (WHS) and is very interesting and enlightening.
